Football Fans Invited to Support College 
Hall of Fame Gridiron Program 

Special Gifts and Endowment 
Campaign Continues 

Fulfilling a pledge to get the National 
F ootball Foundation's College F ootball 
H all of F ame project moving in 1972, the 
F oundation's Executive Committee author­
ized the purchase of ~l six-floor, sixty-five 
room former mansion in New York City 
to serve as its National H eadquarters and 
to house its College F ootball Hall of Fame. 
Located at 17 Eas t 80th Street, the build­
ing is close to the Metropolitan Museum. 

D es igned by Cass Gilbert, the archi­
tect who des igned the \Voolworth Building, 
and built in 1908 as a res idence for fina n­
cier Paul \ Varburg, the building will p ro­
vide 2.5,000 square feet. An impress ive 
staircase leads from the spacious entrance 
ha ll to the lecture room-auditorium on the 
second fl oor and the library on the third 
floor. Both rooms extend the full width of 
the forty-two foot building, which also 
contains a fully-equipped projection room. 
Two ele\·ators sen ·e the six floors a nd 
basement. 

The lease with Rutgers University has 
been cancelled by mutual agreement of 
Rutgers University and NFF offi cials. Rut­
gers President Dr. Edward Blauste in has 
wished the F oundation offi cials well. 

NFF Chairman Vincent Draddy said: 
"Building cos ts are continually esc:c1lating. 
\\'e ha\·e succeeded in raising almost $2 
million of the ~5 .. 5 million it would take, 
at todav's costs , to build and equip the

Hall of Fame. 

structure \\·e had planned. Recognizing the nation's 
changing economic and social conditions, the Foun­
dation's ExecutiH' Committee decided to change the 
Foundation 's priorities and concentr~1te on our edu­
cational and le:1dership programs on behalf of the 
youth of .-\merica . The building will enable us to 
pursul' these goals without delay. The building's im­
mediate a\·a ilabilit:· offers us also an opportunity to 
utilize our Hall of Fame exhibits in programs tha t 
will emphasize the educational aspects of co llege 
football. intercoll egiate athletics. c:ompetitin" campus 
acti\·ities. and the de\·eloping of well rounded scholar­
athlt-tes for leadership positions throughout the coun­
try. In this wa\·. we shall sen ·e the present and the 

future, as well as the past." 
Concluding, Draddy said : "\Ve will need to 

continue our Special Gifts and General Endowment 
campaign so that we may ha\·e the necessary funds 
to fulfill our objectives. \Ve appreciate the fact that
